Section 1 - Purpose

(1) This Schedule sets out English Language requirements for applicants to undergraduate, postgraduate, and
non-award courses.

Section 2 - Schedule

English proficiency descriptors and standards

(2) Macquarie University requires applicants to provide evidence that their English language proficiency is
appropriate for the linguistic demands of their intended course of study.

(3) The descriptors below outline the levels of English proficiency required for entry to coursework and non-award
courses at Macquarie University and the Macquarie University College with reference to the Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR):

Minimum proficiency standards for entry to Macquarie University College courses

Students have generally effective English communication on familiar topics. They can
engage comfortably in unprepared routine communication in everyday situations. They
can use simple vocabulary to discuss complex topics. They can grasp the majority of
Functional meaning, and infer key ideas, in a variety of texts, particularly in familiar fields. They can Bl+
also convey technical information and solutions to (sometimes unpredictable) problems.
Students still make many mistakes in language production but generally can make
themselves understood.

stated information in a range of text types and identifying textual attitudes and opinions.

They convey ideas clearly and precisely, cohesively, and coherently organising
information using various formats for various purposes. They can provide and transmit
solutions to sometimes complex problems, demonstrating understanding of knowledge,
with depth in some areas.

Section 4 - Recognised qualifications with English as
the Language of Instruction

(10) The University may accept as meeting English proficiency requirements:

a. recognised qualifications from specified English-speaking countries or regions where English was the language
of instruction, or

b. qualifications from other countries with English as an approved subject.
Validity period

(11) Recognised qualifications may only be considered if they were successfully completed within five years of the
date the applicant will start their course at Macquarie University.

(12) This limitation period does not apply to applicants who:

a. meet the minimum institutional English language requirements AND can show evidence that they have
continuously resided in an English-speaking country or region since the completion of their English studies until
commencing studies at Macquarie University; or

b. completed their secondary studies in English under the GCE Advanced (A-Levels), Advanced Subsidiary (AS-
Levels) and Ordinary Levels (O-Levels / GCSE), or International Baccalaureate (IB) curriculum with the required
results.
